SBS Philosophy

Students who take responsibility for their learning, their actions,
and the well being of others will become successful and
responsible citizens, locally and globally. At SBS we create a
nurturing and respectful learning environment. Our constructivist
approach, with a focus on inquiry, inspires students to take
responsibility for their learning. Academic achievement, fostering
creativity and independence, and social and emotional growth are
our goals for students at Sunnybrook School.

IB PYP at Sunnybrook

Sunnybrook School is an International Baccalaureate (IB) World
School and teaches using the IB Primary Years Programme (IB
PYP). In this increasingly global world, our children will become
citizens with far reaching rights and responsibilities. The IB PYP
at SBS prepares children for their future, academically and
socially.

Teaching and Learning

Understanding how children learn guides curriculum development
and teaching practice at Sunnybrook. Close communication
between home and school, small class size and a dedicated,
talented faculty are fundamental elements of a good school. Our
international curriculum gives SBS students the knowledge, skills
and attitudes they will need in our interdependent complex world.
Our teachers are knowledgeable, enthusiastic, caring and aware
ofindividual st udent 6s needs. Sunnybr
built on the belief that academic accomplishment, a strong sense
of self, and a willingness to accept challenges are essential to the
success of students.

Community

Schools work well when everyone gets along. The school shares responsibility with the home in helping our
students learn to show respect and compassion towards one another. Students at Sunnybrook School are
expected to follow the SBS Essential Agreements and the IB Learner Profile. The Essential Agreement covers
most areas of school life. It is written collaboratively each year by our senior students, and signed by each
student in grades 17 6 as well as by parents. These agreements are very effective in guiding student
behavior.

SBS Policies on Behavior

At Sunnybrook School we offer all students a safe and respectful environment. The staff at Sunnybrook School
is engaged in an ongoing dialogue with students, parents and other teachers, about how best to help children
navigate the challenges of peer problems. This dialogue is facilitated by regular class meetings where social
issues are discussed and addressed.

We can assume all children will experience difficulties with their peers. We treat each conflict individually, as
no one approach will be applicable to all situations. The responses of the school will be tailored to the
individual situation and will include some of the following strategies:

9 review of essential agreements

discussions with individual children or the entire class
discussions with the entire school (at assemblies)
teaching skills for responding to social challenges

role playing to help the children learn empathy and problem
solving skills

firm and clear consequences for persistent teasing or bullying
helping children who feel insecure to become more assertive

9 creating an environment which encourages respect and
cooperation
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9 ensuring that the children know that we will assist them and teach them appropriate ways to ask for
help.

We expect our students to contribute to the positive atmosphere in the school. In the event of a student

behaving in an aggressive way towards peers we will enforce consequences, which will be decided upon at the
discretionoftheDi r ect or . These may include | etters to parent
apologies, exclusion from certain activities, in-school suspension, and, in extreme cases, full suspension.

Although it is a rare occurrence it is vital that we stand behind our standards, in the interest of the individual

child and the entire school community. The privacy of families in the school will be maintained as appropriate

and often the rest of the school community will be unaware of the measures

taken.

When children are involved in setting their own guidelines, they take more
responsibility for their actions. The task of assisting children with social
problems on the playground or in the classroom is very complex. Ideally we
would intervene as little as possible. Our students know the adults are there to
assist them and teach them strategies for dealing with their problems. Young
people have much to learn about managing their own behavior, so they can
become consistently kind, courteous and considerate, and it is our
responsibility to help them.

Communications - Online

Student SBS Email Accounts

Every student is issued a Sunnybrook School email
address at the beginning of their first year in the
school. This email address belongs to the family and
will be used by parents to access class websites. In
this way our websites and the photos on them are
secure.

As our students get older, they begin to use their
SBS email address to access Google Documents
and other SBS applications that are stored in the
cloud. This enables our students to experience
technology to its fullest in their learning from a young
age. We send home guidelines regarding the use of
these email accounts, at the beginning of each year
for families to discuss and return to the school
signed.

Email Communications with the School

The best method of communication with teachers
and administration regarding practical matters is
through email. While we are aware of the
importance of this form of communication, we
recognize its pitfalls. Therefore we have a policy
that we will not discuss problems with students
via email, as this is always sensitive for parents
and we want to avoid any miscommunications or
misunderstandings. In such instances we may
request a phone call, and ask that you do the
same.

Internet Safety

We are always aware of the potential risks involved with children and the internet. In addition
to the internet code of conduct, we regularly teach our students about proper and safe
internet use. These lessons are reviewed several times each year, in order to ensure that
student s6 awareness is always in |Iine with
student SBS emails is another tool we use in keeping our students safe.



Enrichment

Field Trips

Our city offers many fascinating and varied destinations to extend classroom learning. Each class will
have the opportunity to explore such places as the Science Centre, Museum, Kortright Centre, Art
Gallery of Ontario. Transportation may be by chartered bus,
with parent vehicles, or public transit, where appropriate. We
appreciate parental assistance on these outings, and your
presence will mean a great deal to your child.

- highlights of the senior years at Sunnybrook. The grade six

class attends a Science camp at a university in May, as part of

their graduating year.

With the exception of field trips costing
over $25 per child (i.e. Ski Day,
Outdoor Education Centre and Science Camp), field trips and enrichment
activities are covered by school fees.

Students wear dress uniforms on field trip to remind them that they are
representing themselves and SBS while away from the school. Occasionally,
a student may misbehave on a field trip. This is unacceptable; it not only
reflects poorly on Sunnybrook School, it also provides a poor example for
the remaining students in the class. The classroom teacher has the option, in
consultation with the Director or Vice Principal, to exclude a child from a
future field trip, as a consequence of his or her behaviour.

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SBS Policies - safety and Security

Safety is a primary concern at all times for parents and educators.
These are some of the main ways in which we ensure that your children will be safe
at Sunnybrook School.

Security and Key Fobs

The facility has a security system which allows only authorized persons access. The rear door is always
locked, and entry is only possible with a key fob. The front door is open during the school day, and is
locked at 4:00 p.m., as well as when the grade 1 - 6 classes are out of the school. We request that
parents use their fobs to enter the school when picking up your child from After Care to minimize
disruption of work in the office.

Each family is assigned two key fobs at the beginning of their time in the school. We request a $30
deposit for the fobs, to be returned when your child graduates and you return your fobs. You may request
an additional fob, should you need one.

First Aid Training
Our staff receive regular First Aid training updates from Link to Life.

Playground

FIRST AID

Our engineered rubberized playground surface beneath the climbers meets all safety

standards, and allows our students to climb and play safely.
Field Trips

All Field Trips are carefully supervised by teachers with the assistance of parents. Transportation is with
authorized vehicles, and on rare occasions, parent vehicles, or public transit. Teachers take a First Aid kit
on all Field Trips.

Fire Drills

Fire Drill procedures are reviewed regularly with staff and students, and practiced a minimum of five
times per year.

Nut Products

Sunnybrook is a nut free facility, and we are vigilant about all allergies. We request that parents exercise
the same caution when sending food from home, to keep the school safe for all students.

Epi Pens

Students who require Epi Pens wear them with their uniform at all times. We keep a second Epi Pen,
provided by the parents, available for each child. Our teachers are trained in the use of Epi Pens. See
page 20 of this Handbook.

Internet

We are very aware of the need to ensure that children are always safe using the internet, and that they
learn the importance of internet safety rules. See page 5 of this Handbook.

The nature of the IB PYP means that a great
deal of the learning in the class cannot be easily repeated
following an absence. We will make every attempt to help a child
in the case of illness; howev:

Policies - Homework

Homework provides students with an opportunity to
review their knowledge and consolidate their skills at
home. We expect all students to take homework
assignments seriously. Parental support is
fundamental in establishing good work habits.

Why Home work?

How much homework can you expect?
The general guideline for the school is:
the grade of the child x 10 minutes:

9 grade1-3:107 30
minutes, excluding
reading

9 grade4i 6:407 60
minutes, excluding
reading

This amount of time should be set aside for the child
every night, wherever possible. If the homework is
complete, the balance of the time should be spent
reading. If the child finds it difficult to complete the
homework in this time parents should use their
discretion concerning how long the child should
work.



SBS Policies - Drop Off and Dismissal

Together we can ensure that coming and going at Sunnybrook is easy
and organized. Please follow these guidelines carefully. Staff members
supervise the both the drop off and the dismissal of students daily to
facilitate the process. Parents may not park and leave their cars in any
of the school parking spots or in front of the school during drop off or
pick up.

You will receive a card designating Pick up 1 or Pick up 2 with your summer package. Pick - up times are
assigned alphabetically in order to ease congestion.

It is imperative that we treat the neighbours the way we would want to be treated ourselves. Together with
parents, we work hard to make dismissal both safe for our students, and considerate of others in the
community.

The street space in front of these parking spaces can
be used by parents to stop for drop off and pick up. This minimizes dangerous backing out.

- After Care

The end of the school day is fun for our students.
They are free to play, do homework, and socialize with
other students and the supervising adults.

After Care at SBS provides supervision between 4:00
and 6:00 p.m. It is important for parents, students and
after school staff to understand the following routines
and expectations.

Be sure to inform the school if someone we
do not know will be picking up
your child.

In the event that we are unsure
about the person we will call to
confirm that you have authorized
pick up.

The school provides
sandwiches, fruit and milk.

Remain in their classrooms until 4:00 p.m.; after
that time they are sent to the
playground.

Bring their backpacks and personal items, (books,
sports equipment, etc.) outside with them to
facilitate pick up and minimize unsupervised trips
inside the school.

Electronic items are not allowed.

During the Fall and Spring, students in the After Care
Programme will remain on the playground until 6:00
p.m. unless it is raining. In the winter, Grades 11 6 will
be on the playground from 4:00 7 4:30 p.m. and will
then spend their time indoors. Kindergarten children
will then join them at 4:45 p.m.

Personal Items

Your child is responsible for all personal items (books,
non-electronic gadgets, sports equipment, etc.)
brought for after school use. We encourage that
personal items be labeled and kept to a minimum to
avoid loss or damage.

Homework Room

In the Fall and Spring, Grades 1 - 6 students are
encouraged to complete their homework outside on
the picnic tables. In the winter, students will have a
designated area for supervised homework in the
classroom.

Occasional After School Care

Often families require after school
care on an occasional or emergency
basis. If you wish to use this service,
please call the office and inform us
that your child is staying late so we
can inform the child and the
teachers. Families that use this
service are required to sign their
child out of After Care in order for us
to keep accurate records of your
stay for securit)

Please note: Children who are part of dismissal 1 or 2
and who are not picked up before 4:00 p.m. and are
sent to the playground will be considered to be in after
care. In this case the family will be charged the daily
fee ($15 until 5:00 p.m. and $25 after 5:00 p.m.).

Late Pick - Up Policy

After Care covers the time from 4:00 - 6:00 p.m.,
Monday - Friday. After 6:00 p.m. there will be an
additional charge for all late pick ups. Between 6:01 -
6:05 p.m., you will be charged $5.00. Any additional
minutes after 6:05 p,m, are charged at $1.00 per
minute. You will be billed by the school for all late pick
ups.

SBS Policies - Uniforms

All students are required to wear the school uniform, which represents
belonging to Sunnybrook School.

Please note: students in JK and SK do not require a uniform for their Physical Education class, however they
do require a pair of shoes for the gym.

If you substitute clothing items from another source, they must be of the same fabric and appearance as the
regular uniform. Cotton pants are not acceptable.

Once or twice each term we have designated 6 C a s u a | whBra theschildren will wear their regular street
clothes. When these days fall together with Field Day, students may be asked to wear their House Colours

Accidents at School

Minor accidents such as scraped knees, bumps
and scratches, occur frequently during school
hours. All our staff is able to provide the medical
and emotional care children need in such
situations. More serious accidents are cared for as
follows:

1. One adult remains with the child
2. Parents are notified

3. If necessary, we will proceed directly to a
hospital emergency room and meet
parents there.

Children with Special Needs

Lunch

The meals at Sunnybrook School are planned and prepared in accordance with the nutritional needs of

growing children. Our menus have been reviewed by a dietician for their nutritional value and balance. Weekly
menus are posted on our website, as well as on the bt
20 menu items that are served throughout the year, with some seasonal variety. Milk is served with lunch 3

days a week, and juice is served the other 2 days.

When students assist with the lunch, both in bringing it to the classroom and serving it, they develop a sense of
autonomy. Our lunch routines contribute to developing a sense of community in the classroom and in the
school.

It is our experience that some children have strong preferences regarding food. School policy allows students
in Grades 11 6 to choose to have the school
lunch or bring their own lunch from home. If
students bring a lunch from home, no
accommodation can be made in the fees.
Children in JK or SK are encouraged to eat
the school lunch.
